Artists provide their own display materials including: tents, booths, racks, tables and chairs.  Electrical connections are not available.  Generators are not permitted.  The gazebo is reserved for special performances.

Fees & Space:  10’ x 10’ spaces will be marked and numbered.  A nonrefundable fee for an exhibit space is $25.  Refunds will be given if the ACCC is notified in writing by May 28. There is no rain date. No commission will be collected on sales.  Exhibitors are responsible for applicable sales tax.  

 Parking:  It is recommended that once unpacked exhibitors park so that their vehicles do not obstruct the visibility of the festival area from Arendell Street.  

Exhibition:  Displays may be set up on Tuesday, June 10 from 8 am to 6 pm. and Wednesday, June 11th from 7:30 am to 9:30 am.  Assistance will be available for unpacking of vehicles.    Booths should be ready for operation each day at 10 am.  Artists must staff their booth each day from 10 am to 6 pm.  Tear down of booths not permitted until after 6 pm on Thursday, June 12.  Check-in procedure described on the entry form.

ACCC reserves the right to question, deny and remove any exhibitor and or products that do not comply with the requirements and rules of the festival. 

Application:   Complete an application form postmarked no later than Wednesday, May 28.  Spaces will be assigned as the applications are received.
